MOTION BY JAY THOMASON: to approve the consent agenda as presented.

OLD BUSINESS
GARBAGE PICKUP
Roger Case recommended to Council for the City to discontinue our contract with Waste Management for sanitation pickup and the city begin picking up.  He feels we will save several thousand dollars.  He has received 3 bids for 2 trucks and equipment.  It will take about three months to get the trucks and equipment in.
MOTION BY MATTHEW KING: to begin picking up sanitation household garbage January 1st.  The motion carried unanimously. 

TIPPING FEE
Greenville County has implemented a tipping fee to begin July 1, 2008.  It will start @    $4 per ton each year until it caps at $16 per ton 2011/12.  We will base ours on the 2008/09 at $8 per ton or $2 per quarter plus the billing fee from Greenville Water and Laurens Water.  This will be collected on the Greenville Water and Laurens Water bills. 
MOTION BY MATTHEW KING: to accept Roger Case recommendation to implement a solid waste disposal fee of $2.00 per month plus billing fees by resolution.  The motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS
EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

David Gibson reviewed with Council the renewal quotes for employee health insurance.
Blue Choice rates increased 6%.

MOTION BY CELIA TUTTLE: to renew our health insurance coverage with Blue Choice.  The motion carried unanimously.
TEXT AMENDMENT – First Reading
Roger Case reviewed a recommendation from the Planning Commission to add to our zoning text POD (planned office district).

MOTION BY MATTHEW KING:  to add POD to our zoning text.  The motion carried unanimously.
REZONING – 400 N Main Street, to POD including development plan. First Reading
Roger Case explained that the Planning Commission has recommended to rezone 400 N. Main Street to POD.  This will give the restrictions needed for this area to help protect the neighborhood as a residential neighborhood.  It limits it to certain facilities.

MOTION BY MATTHEW KING:  to rezone 400 N. Main Street from  Residential to POD.  The motion carried unanimously.
RECREATION SCHOLORSHIP
The Recreation Committee recommended sponsoring 10 children @$43.00 a total of $430.00 for summer camp sponsored by Greenville County Recreation District.  The participation is down and this is a way they are hoping to encourage participation.
MOTION BY ERICK CHAPMAN:  to approve the scholarships. The motion carried unanimously.
