A. Tattoo Ordinance, 2nd Reading

Mayor Long asked if we could attach body piercing to the tattooing ordinance?

After discussion Andy Goodson said we could add it to the zoning ordinance.  The business license ordinance would have to be amended to add body piercing. 

It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Leonard Henderson that we add by special exception tattoo parlors and body piercing operations to this ordinance on second reading.
Berry Woods asked: what if a beauty shop in town added body piercing to their establishment? Will they have to have separate licenses?

Mr. Henderson nominated Bill Patterson, 115 Welcome Drive to the Planning Commission, seconded by Louie Chambers.  All aye.

Mayor Long commented that we have had lots of discussion concerning fireworks.  This came about when we annexed some property where there was a fireworks stand.  We allowed the gentlemen to sell, but this needs to be addressed.  I appoint Keith Morton, Dale Watson, Berry Woods and Louie Chambers to study other cities ordinances and come back with a proposal next month.  Louie Chambers will be the Chair.
