Welcome

Mayor Long welcomed everyone.  He asked everyone to join him in a moment of silence.
Officer, Joshua Peden – Recipient of J. P. Strom Award from Police Academy

Keith Morton commented that Josh started with us a couple of months ago and he’s been in training at the police academy.  He was a member of Basic 486.  He did really well.  In every class that goes through the academy there is one award given to the student that has the highest cumulative grade point average out of the class.  This is the second recipient that we have had in Fountain Inn.  We are very proud of him.  He won the J. P. Strom award.  His diploma also says “with highest honors”.  Chief Morton presented Joshua a gift certificate. 
Mayor Long commented that Keith Morton will be a keynote speaker at the graduation exercises.

Green, Finney and Horton - 2006 audit review

Larry Finney passed out a power point presentation to Council.

Larry Finney:  We appreciate the opportunity to serve as your external financial auditors.  You have actually three documents.  You have the actual financial statements, a copy of the management letter and you have a copy of the power point document.  

Some of the required communication to you:  the financial statements themselves and the amounts that are in the financial statements are actually the responsibility of the city.  Mrs. Woods and her staff do a great job of accounting for all of the transactions throughout the year.  You hire us to provide an opinion that says - are those amounts fairly stated or not.  In the process of doing that, we use a concept called reasonable assurance, not absolute assurance.  Absolute assurance would mean we look at every transaction of the city for the entire year.  That would take a long time to do.  So we use the concept called reasonable assurance where we select the higher dollar significant transactions and look at those and then select samples of transactions.  As long as in our test work everything’s okay as far as testing the samples then we can issue an opinion.  The other thing you see on the slide is independence. That is the rock bed in the CPA community as being able to say we are independent which means we are not doing the accounting work ourselves, but we are letting someone else do that and we come in and objectively provide our opinions.  
I am happy to say that the city did receive an unqualified opinion for year ended December 31, 2005.  That is the best opinion that the city can receive.  That is what you want.

I want to give you a financial overview of the financial condition of the city.  The general fund balance for the city increased $697,000 this year to $1.8 million at December 31, 2005.  Of that $1.8 million a little over $1.6 is unreserved which means it can be used for general operations of the city.  That represents 40% of your annual operating expenditures.  What we are telling you is that the city is in a very strong financial condition.  I think management and the city council ought to be commended for really turning around the financial condition of the city the last few years.

Your revenues were slightly above budget at $4.3 million compared to $4.25 million.  The expenditures were $450,000 less than budgeted and you can see the primary reason was a conservative approach on how you spent your money particularly in the public safety, streets and sanitation areas.
The natural gas fund – there was a net loss of $114,000. The city prepared it’s budget without taking depreciation into account. Depreciation is a non cash item, if you take depreciation out you would have had a net income of $110,000 compared to what you budgeted $143,000…just slightly behind budget.

On the sewer side – you see we had net income of $58,000, but the same thing - we didn’t budget for depreciation.  So if you take depreciation out, net income was $174,000.  You had budgeted net income of $138,000.  So you were ahead of budget in the sewer.  Both of those funds are very healthy financially.

One of the other things we do in our audits is we find opportunity to help the city improve internal controls or be more efficient or effective in the way you operate from a financial perspective and we like to bring that to your attention.   We had three items I want to mention.  One is, and this is a regulatory thing that we are required to communicate.  At December 31, 2005 the city had $371,000 in bank deposits that were not collateralized.  What that means is there wasn’t anything backing them up if the bank would have gone under.  Governments are required to have their bank deposits collateralized.  As soon as we brought that to the attention of the city and the bank that was taken care of.  That is not an issue anymore.  We also have comments and recommendations for you.   The primary one in the areas particularly of clerk of court, payroll, public works and recreation there is a lack of segregation of duties there.  Basically, what that means is that you don’t have a lot of people. When you try to segregate duties to help controls that can be difficult to do.  We sat down with the various people involved in all those areas and they have already come up with a lot of good ideas on how to improve those controls and those things are already happening.  The last thing is the capital asset records.  The city should have accurate and complete detailed records of all of its capital assets readily available for management or anyone to look at.  That was not the case when we came in, but that’s also been improved and continuing to be improved as we move forward.  
The city is in very good financial condition and you all need to be commended for bringing it to that point.  Secondly, you have good people here.  They do a good job, they were very helpful with us and we really enjoyed working with the city this year.  I’ll be glad to answer questions.

Mayor Long:  I want to say that your group has been the most thorough of any of the ones that I’ve had the pleasure of working with.  When you say audit, it often brings fear into the folks that are spending the money, doing the checks and balances in the office.  You made it as easy as possible for them.  Your book and report has been very thorough and I appreciate all that you have done.

Wanza Bates:  I echo that.  This is a well done report.  I appreciate it.  It was both educational, it was very succinct, the findings were clear cut in terms of what we need to do and the fact that it is already been done.  Excellent report.

Louie Chambers:  On the judicial side – clerk of court reports.  Traffic tickets… shouldn’t they need a paper trail, summons numbers, charges, amount of fines…
Eddie Case:  That has been addressed and corrected.  We have that paper trail now.

Wanza Bates:  I think one thing from our staff stand point is we had more return on our investments this year by comparison of other years.  Council appreciates that.

Gibson and Associates – Employee Insurance Renewal Quote

David Gibson: We had a pretty good year.  We went out for bid the way were normally do.  Blue Choice – your claims were just over your premium about 105%.  When you take the 105% and they figure trend for this year it is 9.2%.  In their book, if your claims are the same this year as they were last year they will pay 9.2% more than they paid because of medical inflation.  They looked at that and came back with a 16% increase.  We went back to them and they came down to 6%.  We are looking at the same benefit level as last year and the increase would be 6%.  They life is the same; there was a 2 year rate guarantee on life.  
There are two Blue Choice mandated changes - they are doing three deductibles per family instead of two.  That means three people would have to meet the deductible in the same year.  Can it happen? Sure, but not very likely.  The other change relates to drugs.  The co-pay tier is now $8/$30/$50.

Mayor Long reminded everyone that if anyone meets the $1,500 deductible the city will reimburse $500 to the employee.

David Gibson said two people met the deductible, but cannot release names because of HIPAA.

Mayor Long asked that a reminder be given to the employees concerning the deductible reimbursement.

The dental has been self funded and the claims have increase on the dental.  We looked at fully insured plans.   Companion quoted, but the rates were way too high.  Educators Mutual matches up, or you could keep the self funded and raise the internal rates to make the difference.  You are charging $18 for single rate and $62 per family and that doesn’t seem to be enough to cover dental clams to this point.  I recommend going fully insured or raising that cost factor internally so you don’t have a deficit on the dental.
Mayor Long explained in the committee meeting we talked about raising the dental to $20 for employee and $70 for family.  This is still lower than if we went to a fully insured plan.  The committee recommended to stay self funded.  This will be effective July1, 2006.
It was moved by Louie Chambers, seconded by Charlie Thackston to remain with Blue Choice, remain self funded with the dental raising the employee rate to $20, family to $70 and the city continue to reimburse $500 for the deductible.  All aye.  The motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

2nd Reading – Rezoning – 302 Fairview Street

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE OFFICAL ZONING ORDINANCE AND MAP OF FOUNTAIN INN, SAID AMENDMENT BEING FOR THE PURPOSE OF CHANGING THE ZONING CLASSIFICATIONS OF THE PROPERTY HEREIN DESCRIBED.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Fountain Inn, South Carolina:
SECTION 1: That the property referenced in Docket Number FI-2006-005, is hereby rezoned from R-16, Single-Family Residential to C-1N, Neighborhood Commercial District.  This includes all that property shown on Tax Map Number 0344000300200 of the Greenville County tax maps, fronting Fairview Street and containing approximately 0.91 acres.  The freeholders listed on the zoning petition are Lewis and Betty Templeton.

SECTION 2:  This Ordinance shall be effective upon second and final reading by the City Council.
It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Louie Chambers to approve the rezoning at 302 Fairview Street.
Roll Call:  Charlie Thackston, aye; Wanza Bates, aye; Leonard Henderson, aye; Berry Woods, Jr, aye; Louie Chambers, aye; Mayor Long, aye.  The motion carried.

1st Reading – Sewer Bond Ordinance (2 ordinances)
Eddie Case explained that there are two bond ordinances.  Teressa Cawley presented the reasoning for the ordinances.  We had a telephone conference with Teressa and her husband.  We are very proud to state we did get a below market fixed rate of 4.19 with Bank of America for 15 years.  It was an excellent rate.  Wachovia’s bid was 4.91 and BB&T 4.29.  We need to get first reading on both of these ordinances as it relates to the sewer bond ordinance.
# 1 AN ORDINANCE

PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE NOT EXCEEDING TWO MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($2,300,000) SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE BOND OF THE CITY OF FOUNTAIN INN, SOUTH CAROLINA TO BE DESIGNATED SERIES 2006 AND OTHER MATTERS RELATING THERETO.

Memo from Teressa Cawley, SMA:

The General Bond Ordinance (the “Bond Ordinance”) is the actual “nuts and bolts” of the entire bond financing, which includes the 2006 Bonds AND all subsequent bond issues that may be issued related to the Sewer System.

In other words, all of the “rules” governing how bonds may be issued, including rate covenant, payment frequency, additional bonds test and various funds required, are provided for in the Bond Ordinance.  Additionally, the Bond Ordinance provides security that holders of the 2006 Bonds and any future bond issuances will be treated on parity, without preferential treatment given to specific issuances.

It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Leonard Henderson to approve the sewer bond ordinance on first reading.  All aye.

 # 2  AN ORDINANCE

PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS OF THE CITY OF FOUNTAIN INN, SOUTH CAROLINA, AND OTHER MATTERS RELATING THERETO.


Memo from Teressa Cawley, SMA:

The Supplemental Bond Ordinance (the “Supplemental Ordinance”) is a much smaller document and pertains only to the 2006 Bonds.  It provides the specifics, primarily, relating to the institution purchasing the 2006 Bonds.  These specifics include name of the bank, interest rate(s), interest and principal payment dates, payment amounts, redemption provisions, notice requirements, etc.  All of the information included in the Supplemental Ordinance is governed by the covenants provided for in the Bond Ordinance.

In other words, if you were only doing the 2006 Bonds and would never issue bonds again, then everything could be done in the Bond Ordinance.  Since the City does anticipate, in the future, the issuance of additional bonds, the Bond Ordinance is split into two documents, if you will, the Bond Ordinance and the Supplemental Ordinance.  (ALL issuers issuing revenue bonds issue bonds in this fashion, this is the normal procedure for bond issuances.)  In the future, when you are ready to issue bonds again, Bond Counsel will prepare the Second Supplemental Ordinance, which will include the same specifics as the Supplemental Ordinance, as it relates to the specific bond issue at that time.

It was moved by Louie Chambers, seconded by Leonard Henderson to approve the supplemental sewer bond ordinance on first reading.  All aye.

Tattoo Ordinance, 1st reading
Mayor Long explained we talked about this some time ago and it has come back to us.  There is a request for first reading on the tattoo ordinance.

Andy Goodson explained, as you know the legislature removed the ban on tattooing in South Carolina subject to regulations set up by DHEC.  The DHEC regulations have now gone into effect.  This was rejected at one time and I thought it had gone to a committee, but apparently the committee never met.  The biggest problem we have is not so much governing the health aspects of it, but where are you going to put it as a zoning point of view.  Without the zoning ordinance, someone who gets a license from DHEC that meets all the requirements of DHEC as far as sanitation, body piercing, etc. they can open up in the basement of houses anywhere.  Without a zoning ordinance they can go anywhere.  Our zoning ordinance doesn’t cover tattoo parlors.
Roger Case stated last time this came up we couldn’t determine where we wanted to put them.  We were recommending Industrial.  Some people had concerns why they can’t go on Main Street. That is where the controversy came up; we tabled and left it alone.  We need to specify where we want it to be in our zoning.  It needs a classification…commercial… I-1…somewhere in the commercial end so it can’t locate in other areas.

Wanza Bates:  The recommendation coming forth today does not recommend a zoning classification does it?
Roger Case:  Our previous recommendation was I-1.  That was voted down by Council.

Wanza Bates:  We need to ask the planning commission to come back with a recommendation...until that time have a moratorium.

Andy Goodson: We could use a moratorium under the pending ordinance doctrine.  We could classify it under pending ordinance; therefore no business license could be issued until the final ordinance is passed as long as we can get that soon.  That is only good for a month or so.
Wanza Bates:  Help me understand why we want to…what’s the rational deciding where it needs to go.
Roger Case: Keep it away from Churches, schools, daycares…

Wanza Bates: Do people squeal and it scares people or …

Roger Case:  The general concession in the beginning was we didn’t want it.  If we had to accept it, we want it in an area where it wouldn’t affect any other businesses in town.

Wanza Bates:  But you know we live in America…we need some logical reason.  I just think we need to have some logical reason. I mean at one time they didn’t want black people downtown, but we’ve changed that.  You have to have a good reason why you don’t want something beside a church or a school, kids…our own rational otherwise it could become judgmental.
Mayor Long: I don’t want to see it next to Mary’s restaurant and I don’t want to see it any of the places we want to develop our Main Street.  They may be nice places. I think Wanza has a good point about the perception.  I think we need to table this until next time.

It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Leonard Henderson that the tattooing ordinance is under consideration by council, while we wait for our planning commission to make a recommendation to council in terms of where and how we should zone this.  Until the moratorium is releases we do not issues licenses for tattoo parlors.  All aye.
Wanza Bates asked Dan Powell to research and make sure it is consistent with the things we are trying to achieve in our master plan downtown from an aesthetics standpoint. 
CVS Final Plans
Roger Case:  The Planning Commission looked at that and gave its blessing on CVS and the location and they hope that council will go along with that so we can move forward.

Mayor Long showed a picture of how the CVS will look on Main Street and Fairview Street.  These people have worked with us a lot.  The building does not look anything like it looked when they first came in.  Ms. Willis was still on board and she got it moving to work with the master plan.  Dan Powell and the folks with our master plan gave a lot of input on this.  This helps with the nature of our city.  I think it will be a great addition to our city.
NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Long commented that Ms. Bates just made him aware of some visitors…I would like to welcome members from the New Vision International Ministries.  New tenants in a church building on Putman and Sanctified Hill.  Thank you for taking part in our business.

1st reading – Flood Damage Ordinance

Roger Case commented that this is just a text amendment that the natural resources had requested us to update our flood ordinance.  Just a few type-o’s, etc.
It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Leonard Henderson to accept the flood damage ordinance on first reading.  All aye.

1st Reading – Leake property annexation and rezoning – North Main and Putman

Roger Case explained this property is owned by Frank Leake and family at the intersection of Putman and North Main across from the cemetery.  This is 11 plus acres.  They are requesting annexation and zoning of C-2.  The planning commission has approved their request.

Mayor Long:  This is in line with the master plan and has been recommended by the Planning Commission that we accept.

It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Louie Chambers to accept the annexation and rezoning of C-2 at North Main and Putman Street.  All aye.

1st Reading – Rezoning 703 Fairview Street, Willis property

Mayor Long explained this is approved by our planning commission to rezone the property from R-16 to C-2. 
It was moved by Wanza Bates, Seconded by Leonard Henderson to rezone 703 Fairview Street from R-16 to C-2. All aye.
1st Reading only – Country Chase Subdivision – Major change to PD – Garrett Street

This is a request for change in Country Chase subdivision.  They are moving the swimming pool from the back to the front of the subdivision.  There is a safety issue.  This was approved by the Planning Commission.

It was moved by Louie Chambers, second by Charlie Thackston to approve the major change to PD.  All aye.

Final Development Plan – Sunset Villa

Dan Powell explained this is for information.  We reviewed the site plan and they have met the criteria.  Basically what they want to do is develop 2-3 acres.  This is a part of the original development on speedway drive also known as FountainSide Retirement Center.  This is a separate developer but feel it is still in line with the vision of the overall plan.  They have appropriate landscaping, signage. This is just for information.
Proposed sale of city lot – Corner of Main and Jones Street
Mayor Long explained this is the small park right across from Mike Gaults gas station.  In the Master Plan they recommended for us to sell that property, put it back on the tax roll and use if for development on Main Street.
Eddie Case commented council has an appraisal that was done by Smith and Brooks in their notebooks. The property is zoned C-1.  In discussing this with Urban Collage and some of the council members and the Mayor we would like to attach some specific conditions concerning this sale.  When they’re going to build, what they’re going to build, will it be in compliance with our central business district guidelines and that kind of thing.  We don’t want someone to buy this as investment property and it just sit there for three or four years.  There is a number of ways to do this.  Have a public auction, sealed bid auction, etc.  Councilwomen Bates had some good ideas about this. 

Wanza Bates commented that it would give us a good opportunity to advertise as a request for proposal.  Have a certain day when it’s in and give an opportunity for developers to say this is what I propose to use the property for.  Give us a rendering for it.  Give them a copy of the master plan.  See who comes back with a plan we like.  We don’t have to take the lowest bidder.  We can select the one who will enhance our town the best.

Louie Chambers commented that he is for selling, but the Gazebo was donated by Dr and Mrs. Burry.  The Gazebo would look nice in the court yard at the civic center.   The fountain leaks.

It was moved by Louie Chambers to sell the property.

Wanza Bates asked Council about her idea of the proposal.  That should be in the motion.
Louie Chambers withdrew his motion.
It was moved by Wanza Bates, seconded by Leonard Henderson we offer the city park on Main Street and Jones for sale.  We solicit proposals from developers or any interested party, give them a certain time frame for them to get back with us in terms of what their intent is, share with them the master plan, share with them the appraised value and then let council decide which proposal will enhance our city in the manner that we want it to be enhanced.  Staff can work up guidelines as far as the criteria for the proposal. 

Why do we want to put a proposal out like that if we already have an interested buyer? I think we should put a short time frame on it.

Eddie Case:  I would agree with you in normal circumstances Louie, but in this situation where there is going to be some design work and some thought process with engineering, I would suggest a little longer time frame 60 to 90 days.

Mayor Long asked for a vote.  Five aye, One no.  The motion carried.

Blue Star Memorial – Fountain Inn Garden Club

Joan Wilson, Fountain Inn Garden Club passed out information concerning a Blue Star marker.  The garden Club would like to purchase a Blue Star marker.  We would like to install it on city grounds inside the fence.  This is to honor our men and women in service.  There is no cost to the city.  The marker is around $1,000. There will be a nice ceremony where people will be invited in for the unveiling.   We just need your approval before we purchase the marker.

Wanza Bates:  One of the things that was recommended in the master plan is the possibility of the wall in front of city would come down so that we can take advantage of green space.  Do you think it would be okay with the garden club if we approve this in concept that yes we would like to have the marker somewhere on one of our main thoroughfares or on Main Street with a location to be decided once we put together some of these pieces of the puzzle.  Another thing we thought about having in the city too, is a greenway or walkway…we want to get traffic throughout our retail district and strategically place some of the signs…so people not only have a destination, but a tour that they can go through.

Mayor Long:  I think we can go ahead and do this.  It may be a year before we do the destruction even if that comes about.  We could move it.

Joan Wilson explained once this is placed it’s not something you want to pick up and move.  We were hoping to have the ceremony by Labor Day.  It will take a while to get invitations out and planning.   The member of the club that is going to be over this was thinking of placing the memorial mid-way between the gate and the marquee sign up close to the fence.
Wanza Bates stated this may be something we need input from the planning commission.

Mrs. Wilson thanked Council for their consideration.

It was moved by Leonard Henderson, seconded by Louie Chambers to send this to the Planning Commission to determine a location.  All aye.

Executive Session

Discussion of Laurens County Contract, Church of God rental agreement, Police Department personnel matter, gas expansion contract and consideration of suspended employee
